He empha-
sized the significance of providing
children with good language skills
through innovative teaching meth-
ods. During the review, the
Montessori education system was
discussed, and the CM instructed
officials to visit Montessori schools
and assess their effectiveness.

SC apprised of constitutional rovisions for
abrogation of Artical 370

Territories changed the representative democracy in the
state and replaced it with executive control.

Appearing for one of the petitioners challenging the
abrogation of Article 370 and the Jammu and Kashmir
Reorganisation Act, 2019, senior advocate Kapil Sibal
told the constitution bench that after dissolving the J&K
assembly, Parliament cannot arrogate to itself the will of
the people of the state represented by the state assembly.
Taking the constitution bench through the history of
J&K prior and post its accession to India, and the con-
stitutional provision of both of the Indian and J&K con-
stitution, Sibal said that no change in the provisions
governing the State and its status could have been
changed without ascertaining the will of the people vest-
ed in the State assembly.

Telling the court that Article 370 was abrogated and
state was bifurcated into two UTs within two months of
the holding of parliament election in May 2019, Sibal
said that in the last five years no state elections have
been held so far.

“Fourteen million people now have no role to play in
their own fate,” Sibal told the constitution bench.
Recalling the sequence of events and stating that the
process that was followed for abrogating Article 370
and the bifurcation of the state into UTs was not legal,
Sibal said that first the J&K state assembly was placed
in a state of suspended animation and President’s Rule
imposed. Thereafter parliament acting both as a state
legislature and the constituent assembly abrogated
Article 370, he said.

“No Parliament can convert itself into a constituent
assembly,” Sibal said, pointing out that if this was
allowed, it would have serious implications for the
future of our country.

“Can Parliament say we are the state legislature and the
constituent assembly? Under what provision of the law?
It is an exercise of political power without reference to
Article 3707, Sibal said in a poser.

Some of the petitioners have sought the restoration of
status that the hill state had before the abrogation of
Article 370 — the “temporary” provision of the
Constitution.

Sibal argued that this was a temporary provision before
the JK constituent assembly met and finalised its own
Constitution. However, it became a permanent feature
after the constituent assembly finished its task of fram-
ing a separate Constitution for the state.

Sibal told the bench that under the J&K constitution all
the residuary powers were with the State, which are oth-
erwise normally vested in the Central government.
Under the accession treaty, the Central government han-
dled defence, communication and currency and any
other subject only with the consultation or concurrence
of the J & K government.

Under 370, the state could also enact its own laws and
make special provisions to protect its own citizens by
instituting restrictions on non-domiciles buying land in
the state. Children of local women marrying men from
outside were also denied inheritance and succession
rights in the state. Article 35A has also been done away
with.

A number of petitions are pending before the top court
challenging the scrapping of Article 370 of the constitu-
tion and bifurcating the state into two Union Territories.
On August 5, 2019, the Central government announced
the revocation of the special status of Jammu and
Kashmir granted under Article 370 and split the region
into two Union territories.

Besides individual petitioner who have approached the
top court on the abrogation of Article 370 and the bifur-
cation of the State reducing it to a Union Territory, other
petitioners include Jammu and Kashmir Peoples
Conference, Jammu and Kashmir High Court Bar
Association, Peoples Union for Civil Liberties, and the
Wed4st Pakistan Refugees Action Committee Cell —
1947.

TTD rejects 42 truckloads of ghee for
failing to meet standards: Official

truckloads of cow ghee in
the last one-year for fail-
ing to meet its stringent
quality standards, said an
official on Wednesday.
Each truckload, carrying a
consignment of up to 18
tonne ghee, is audited for
purity and quality by a
multi-disciplinary com-
mittee drawn from various
wings of the temple body
such as health, vigilance,
engineering and others,
including a senior chemist

from the Central Food
Technological Research
Institute (CFTRI).

"Between July 22, 2022
and June 30, 2023, we
have rejected 42 truck-
loads of ghee for failing to
meet our standards,” P
Murali Krishna, general
manager (procurement),
TTD told PTI.  These
trucks are required to ship

the clarified butter main-
taining a temperature of
60 to 70 degrees Celsius,
said Krishna. Moisture
percentage by weight,
butyro refractometer read-
ing at 40 degrees Celsius,
free fatty acids as a per-
centage of oleic acid, and
minimum R M Value are
taken into consideration.
Baudouin, mineral oil,
foreign colours, melting
point and rancidity tests
also undertaken, he said.
The tests are carried out at
TTD's Water and Food
Analysis Laboratory on
samples received from the
marketing godown. The
samples are taken from
every consignment and
the truckloads are allowed
inside only after passing
the tests. Even before win-
ning the tenders, Krishna
said that dairy experts

audit prospective suppli-
ers' plants and samples in
nationally accredited labo-
ratories. Besides using
ghee as an ingredient in
the world famous Tirupati
laddu, the general manag-
er said it is used for food
preparations such as
annaprasadam,
annadanam. Several local
temples, educational insti-
tutions and others con-
nected to TTD are also
using it. Ghee is supplied
through trucks to the main
Tirumala and
Tiruchanooru  temples
while others TTD recipi-
ents receive them in the
form of 15 kg tins, includ-
ing some temples in other
districts. Similarly, the
same ghee is also used for
lighting lamps in TTD
temples as part of
deeparadhana ritual.

The quality of ghee being
procured by TTD has
assumed significance in
the wake of Nandini brand
milk producer Karnataka
Milk Federation (KMF)
chairman Bheema Naik
alleging that the temple
body was procuring low
quality ghee. TTD execu-
tive officer A V Dharma
Reddy said that the temple
body procures cow ghee
only from those suppliers
who pass the twin tests of
uncompromising quality
and least cost (L1 bidder)
through a rigourous e-ten-
der process, dismissing
Naik's allegations.
Moreover, he said that
KMF, which never quali-
fied as an L1 bidder had
supplied ghee only once in
the past 20 years, includ-
ing failing to deliver the
consignment on time.
