The centenary celebrations
of Mother Mary atop
Gunadala hill started with
religious fervour on
Saturday.

The hill, where the celebra-
tion was first held in 1923
by some priest along with
an orphanage, has now
become the second major pilgrim centre
for Roman Catholics in AP. Successive
bishops developed the hill and started
running several educational institutions
here.
Pilgrims visit the shrine all through the
year and priests here offer special prayers
every day. The shrine committee cele-
brates the annual festival for three days
from February 9 to 11 with lakhs of
devotees paying their visits and worship-
ping Mother Mary.
Pilgrims from Tamil Nadu, Kerala, and
Karnataka visit the shrine in large num-
bers, at least once in a year . People from

different faiths also visit the shrine and
offer their prayers here.
The grounds of the Bishop Grassi high
school and other educational institutions
stay open for pilgrims during those three
days. There is a grotto in which the stat-
ue of Mother Mary is placed, and prayers
are offered. On the top of the hill, the
Holy Cross is placed, with fourteen sta-
tions of the Cross established all along
the route on the hill. The shrine commit-
tee is now constructing a massive church
to mark 100 years of the celebration. It
would be ready by 2024 annual festival
in February.

The Bharatiya Janata

In a clear indication of
that, Ms. Purandeswari
said in a press release on
September 10 that a fake
letter announcing her sup-
port to the bandh was cir-
culating and that she
would be lodging a com-
plaint with the cyber
crime police seeking
action against the mis-
chief mongers. 
It is to be noted that the
BJP is currently in
alliance with the JSP
which is said to be keen
on joining hands with
TDP. 

The BJPand TDP were
previously allies, who had
severed their ties in the
middle of 2018 blaming
each other for the plight of
Andhra Pradesh post -
bifurcation.

In the wake of scanty inflows into
major reservoirs in the Krishna
Basin so far this season, particu-
larly the common reservoirs of
Srisailam and Nagarjunasagar,
the Telangana government has
reiterated its request to the
Krishna River Management
Board (KRMB) to restrain
Andhra Pradesh from drawing
water from the two common
reservoirs stating that it has
already drawn excess quantity.
Telangana has also sought the
river board to reconcile the utili-
sation of water made so far and
the needs in the next three-mem-
ber committee meeting compris-
ing engineers-in-chief of the two
States and the member-secretary
of the board. Telangana has
brought to the notice of the board
that in addition to the 51.745 tmc
ft water drawn in excess of its
entitlement during the 2022-23
water year, A.P. had availed
15.606 tmc ft excess water this

water year so far.
Further, Telangana
has mentioned to the
board to that it had
18.701 tmc ft water
out of its entitlement
saved in
Nagarjunasagar dur-
ing 2022-23 and is
intending to utilise
the water saved last
year during the lean
months. In a letter
addressed to KRMB
chairman Shiv
Nandan Kumar,
engineer- in-chief
(Irrigation-General) of Telangana
C. Muralidhar explained that A.P.
had utilised 71.718 tmc ft water in
the Krishna Basin so far this
water year (2023-24) against
22.210 tmc ft availed by
Telangana as of September 2.
Mr.Muralidhar also explained
that 46.683 tmc ft water storage
was available within A.P.’s terri-
tory and another 11.799 tmc ft in
Telangana’s territory. In addition,

53.180 tmc ft was storage was
available in the two common
reservoirs, including 18.701 tmc
ft water saved/stored by
Telangana in Nagarjunasagar dur-
ing the last water year as of
September 2 on equitable (50:50)
sharing ratio.
He wrote that A.P. had availed
67.351 tmc ft of water in excess
of its entitlement during the last
water year (51.745 tmc ft) and
also in the current water year so

far (15.606 tmc ft). Citing
the detailed project reports
of A.P., Mr.Muralidhar said
the drinking water require-
ments of A.P. from Srisailam
in a water year were only 6
tmc ft, including 4 tmc ft in
the Handri-Neeva system
and 2 tmc ft in Galeru-
Nagari system.
However, A.P. had already
utilised 14.414 tmc ft from
Pothireddypadu and 2.404
tmc from the Handri-Neeva
Sujala Sravanthi system
from June 1 to September 2
this year. In spite of its

excess utilisation, A.P. was still
asking for 19.29 tmc ft water for
the period from August 17 to
September 30. Similarly, drinking
water needs of A.P. from
Nagarjunasagar were 2.85 tmc ft
a year but it had drawn 4.21 tmc ft
water from June 1 to September
2. A.P. was also asking for 10.8
tmc ft from August 17 to
September 30, the Telangana
engineer-in-chief pointed out.
