We told them that
look, if you have some-
thing specific, if you have
something relevant, let us
know. We are open to
looking at it."
He also said that in the last
few years, Canada wit-
nessed a lot of organised
crime related to secession-
ist forces, violence and
extremism.
"They're all very, very

deeply mixed up," he
added. Jaishankar went on
to say that India has been
giving Canada informa-
tion about organised crime
leadership operating out of
their soil, adding that were
a large number of extradi-
tion requests and terrorist
leaders identified.
Trudeau's allegations have
led to a diplomatic spat
between India and
Canada, with tit-for-tat
expulsions of senior diplo-
mats and travel      advi-
sories.

Problem is with ‘permissive’ Canadian
attitude to  terrorists: Jaishankar

Affairs Minister S
Jaishankar said he told
his high level American
interlocutors including
NSA Jake Sullivan and
Secretary of State Antony
Blinken that it was in fact
Ottawa’s “permissive
attitude” that has given
space to organised crime
from India which has got
mixed up with traffick-
ing, separatism, violence
and terrorism.
“India’s security related
issues with Canada have
preceded its PM
Trudeau’s allegation. Our
response to him both in
private and public is what
he was alleging is not
consistent with our poli-
cy. And, that if his gov-

ernment had anything rel-
evant and specific, we are
open to looking at it. That
is where this conversa-
tion is at this point of
time,” the Minister said
during interaction with a
US think-tank, Hudson
Institute, on Friday after
holding talks with both
Sullivan and Blkinken.
“You have to appreciate
that this this has been an
issue of great friction for
many years with Canada 
going back to the 80s.
Then it became dormant.
But in the last two years
it has come back very
much into play due to a
very permissive
Canadian attitude to ter-
rorists, extremists and

people who openly advo-
cate violence. They have
been given operating
space because of compul-
sions of Canadian poli-
tics.
“I don’t think for most
Americans, Canada does-
n’t look different. For us
it certainly is a country
where organised crime
from India is mixed with
trafficking, violence, ter-
rorism….it is a very toxic
combination of issues
and people who have
found operating base
there. So a lot of our ten-
sions with Canada well
preceded what Truedau
said.
“Today I am in a situation
where my diplomats are

unsafe going to their
embassy and consulates
in Canada. They are pub-
lically intimidated. And
that has actually com-
pelled me to suspend
even visa operations in
Canada. Often countries
look different depending
on how you see them and
what their interests are.
But I have a problem with
Canada,” emphasised the
Minister while telling
Walter Mead, Hudson’s
Distinguished Fellow,
that this was a “summa-
ry” of what he told
Sullivan and Blinken.
“I think hopefully we
came out of those meet-
ings better informed,” he
added.

Distributing Rs 8.6 crore
worth cheques to women
of 86 Self Help Groups
(SHGs) at a programme
held at Nakrekal here,
Harish Rao said that the
welfare schemes and
development programmes
taken up by BRS govern-
ment have bettered the
living conditions of the
people and improved
amenities in urban and
local areas in the state.
He cited Kalyana
Lakshmi, Rythu Bandhu,
Rythu Bheema, free
power to the agriculture
sector and residential
schools for poor students
of different sections as
examples for it.
