While the Government
has distributed house sites
to 31 lakh women and 22
lakh houses are under con-
struction, Naidu never
thought of allotting house
sites or constructing hous-
es for the poor even in his
Kuppam constituency.

Information Report) a large amount
of funding for the news portal
allegedly came from China to "dis-
rupt the sovereignty of India" and

cause disaffection against the
country.

The probe agency also alleged that
Purkayastha conspired with a
group called the People's Alliance
for Democracy and Secularism
(PADS) - to sabotage the electoral
process during the 2019 Lok
Sabha poll.

The Delhi High Court last week
rejected their pleas and said it is of
the view that "the fact is that there
are serious offences affecting sta-
bility, integrity, sovereignty, and
national security have been
alleged against the petitioner, and
this Court is not inclined to pass
any favourable orders."”
