China firmly with Indiaon
Don’s unfair trade squeeze

Ambassador Xu Feihong says silence only emboldens the 'US bully'

IN a striking show of solidarity, Chinese Am-
bassador to India Xu Feihong on Thursday con-
demned the United States’ recent tariff hike on
Indian goods, calling it “bullying” and pledging
that China “will firmly stand with India”
against what he described as unfair trade prac-
tices. Speaking in New Delhi, Xu said Beijing
“fully opposes” the US move, noting that tariffs
on Indian goods could soar to 50% if Washing-
ton follows through on its 25% penalty for im-

porting Russian oil and further escalation could
still be on the table.

“... the US has long benefited greatly from
free trade but now uses tariffs as bargain chips
to demand exorbitant prices from various coun-
tries. The US imposed tariffs of up to 50% on
India, and has even threatened for more. China
firmly opposes it. In the face of such acts, si-
lence only emboldens the bully.
China will firmly stand with In-
dia to uphold the multilateral
trading system with the world
trade,” he said.

Xu’s unusually direct com-
ments come at a time of height-
ened global trade tensions and
just weeks ahead of Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi’s visit to
China for the Shanghai Cooper-
ation Organisation Summit.

The Chinese envoy framed the US-India tariff
row as an opportunity for Beijing and New Del-
hi to close ranks, urging both Asian powers to
move beyond competition and build “strategic
mutual trust.” “India and China are not rivals,
we are partners. We must manage our differ-
ences through dialogue and strengthen coop-
eration,” Xu said. Pointing to the global impli-
cations of their relationship, Xu added: “India
and China are the double engines of economic
growth in Asia. Our unity benefits not only
Asia, but the world at large.”

He also emphasised the need for both coun-
tries to play a leading role in shaping a more
equitable global order. “As major developing
countries, India and China have a responsibility
to promote a multipolar world. Unity and coop-
eration are the only way forward,” he said.

IN a pointed diplomatic signal amid escalating
US pressure, External Affairs Minister S Jais-
hankar met Russian President Vladimir Putin
in Moscow on Thursday, reinforcing India’s
strategic ties with Moscow even as Washington
doubles down on tariffs and warnings over New
Delhi’s energy trade with Russia. The high-level
meeting, part of a broader effort to finalise
President Putin’s visit to India year-end came
hours after Jaishankar held wide-ranging dis-
cussions with Russian Foreign
Minister Sergey Lavrov.

The talks focused heavily on
boosting bilateral trade and
shielding their energy partner-
ship from potential US penalty.
At a joint press briefing with La-
vrov, Jaishankar publicly ques-
tioned the rationale behind re-
cent US tariffs and criticism
targeting India’s oil purchases
from Russia. “We are not the biggest purchasers
of Russian oil; that is China. We are not the big-
gest purchasers of LNG; that is the European
Union. We are not the country which has the big-
gest trade surge with Russia after 2022; I think
there are some countries to the South,” he said.

The US recently imposed a punitive 25% re-
ciprocal tariff on Indian goods, along with an
additional 25% duty specifically targeting In-
dia’s Russian oil purchases. “We have done eve-
rything asked of us in the past to stabilise the
global energy market, including buying oil from
Russia,” Jaishankar noted, pointing out that
India also imports significant volumes of oil
from the US.

“We believe that relations between India and
Russia have been among the steadiest of the
major relationships in the world after the Sec-
ond World War,” Jaishankar said.

Other mandals fared slightly
better, with Durgi at 9.88 me-
ters, Karempudi at 9.71 meters,
Piduguralla at 9.63 meters, Sav-
alyapuram at 9.44 meters,
Machavaram at 9.23 meters,
and Rentachintala at 9.09
meters.

Pullalacheruvu registered
8.47 meters, Nadendla 8.22 me-

The relatively healthier lev-
els were in Nekarikallu at 7.82
meters, Edlapadu at 7.39 me-
ters, and Chilakaluripet at 6.89
meters.

Both
occurred in August, highlight-

Despite clear route
markers, caution
boards and emergency
signage along pipeline

routes, contractors in

both incidents failed to no-
tify THINK Gas before com-
‘mencing work or to report the
damage afterwards. In each
case, the emergency team
reached the site within min-
utes, used specialised equip-
ment to isolate the leak, carried
out jointing work, and restored
supply promptly, ensuring safe-
ty and minimising disruption.

A second flood warning is like-
ly at the Dowleswaram Barrage
as the Godavaririver continues
to swell, with discharge exceed-
ing 12 1akh cusecs from the Sir
Arthur Cotton Barrage on
Thursday evening.

The first flood warning was
issued on Wednesday night
when the level reached 11.75
feet.

Officials have also stressed the
importance of involving farm-
ers and water users’ associa-
tions (WUAs) in integrated wa-
ter management. Traditionally
responsible for canals, these as-
sociations will now oversee
tanks, ponds, and streams, pre-
paring scientific action plans to
boost groundwater in regions
where it still lies 10 to 20 meters

below the surface.

Meanwhile, the state govern-
ment has directed that repair
works on irrigation projects
and desilting of canals be com-
pleted within the next fort-
night, amove seen as crucial to
sustaining water availability
for agriculture.

Chief Minister N Chandrab-
abu Naidu has emphasized
close coordination among irri-
gation, groundwater, minor ir-

rigation, agriculture, and rev-
enue departments to ensure
that surplus water is effectively
harnessed for recharge rather
than wasted.

By bringing multiple stake-
holders onto a common plat-
form, the administration is
hopeful that Palnadu’s ground-
water scenario will gradually
improve, ensuring better resil-
ience for farmers in the years
ahead.

FARMLANDS in Telangana are running short of urea at
the peak of Kharif, sparking a fierce political battle
between Congress, BRS and BJP. The scarcity — driven
by factors like delays in imports, rising consumption,
expansion of cultivation, black marketing and disrup-
tions in domestic production — has left farmers anxious
even as political leaders play the blame game.
